“Even from the simplest point of view, it’s best to speak different languages, to make foreign friends, to create memories in as many countries as possible: It’s like running away, even for a brief period of time, from our obsession with borders; it means contributing, as well as we can, to the construction of that European homeland, which is, however, when compared to the vastness of the world, a rather limited one” M. Yourcenar.
Teaching active citizenship is an educational goal in numerous national school systems and vast research has been dedicated to it. Teaching European citizenship is usually considered a simple and straightforward extension of national citizenship. On the contrary, it must be explored and given specific attention, and there must be participation on a continental scale. Teachers must be prepared to include it the social science curriculum. It not only regards historically European countries, but also millions of immigrants from other continents. It is upon this premise that an international conference has been created to endorse research and investigate how the national curriculum can promote the consciousness of belonging to a super-national community, and the ability to think and act accordingly.

European integration has taken on a visibly political form through the creation of a European citizenship bill of rights and a Constitution. 

However, the phases of this process, administered by European Union organizations, do not seem to include the citizens themselves, whose identity remains mostly national or regional. Building up the consciousness of a new sort of citizenship does not correspond to the objectives set out by these organizations. On the contrary, while a new united European Community strives to exist, forms of national egotism - manifest in Man’s wariness of others, in the need to establish supremacies and the desire to re-establish barriers that keep us apart - seem to be re-emerging. These signs imply a lack of confidence in the European project. 

However, as integration advances, the European dimension is identified not only as a territory in which different governments and organizations converge and collaborate, but as a place concerned with the daily lives of its subjects.  The creation of a European citizenship introduces a significant change because it adds an additional sense of belonging to the national one. 

The multicultural character of its subjects’ experiences, multiple associations, new rights and obligations, different degrees of individual and shared responsibility about common goods and future generations, and the acknowledgment of a cosmopolitan partiality are, therefore, some of the dimensions that characterise European citizenship today.

With these reflections in mind, we can now ask ourselves what role the school system and education plays in forming active European citizens on an international plane.

The convention intends to analyse two crucial points:

· How different European countries consider and approach the teaching of European citizenship; 

· How it can be included in the training of social science teachers (history, geography, civil rights, economy, art history and music…)

If on one hand a necessary reflection must be made on the knowledge and experience of democratic and active European citizenship education, on the other the professionalism and skills of teachers appear decisive in making schools positive environments in which to teach and form European citizens. 

For this reason the conference aims to discuss some of the following crucial points:

· What cultural characteristics should a model European citizen have?

· What knowledge should a European citizen have of history and geography?

· What is the role of cultural heritage education in forming European citizens?

· How should knowledge be passed on?

What role do teachers play in European citizenship education?

Both a paper copy and a digital copy (by e-mail) must be sent in. The following guidelines must be respected.
The TITLE (block capitals, bold print), the relative theme, the name and surname of the author/s, and professional data (University or Institute, address, telephone number and e-mail address) must appear on the first page. This will be followed by an abstract of no more than 10 lines. The titles of the paragraphs will follow in block capitals. 
The bibliography will be written within parentheses, in block capitals and will indicate the surname of the author/s and the year of publication. They will be set at the end of the paper under the heading “Bibliography”, in alphabetical order. The footnotes will be written at the bottom of the page.

DEADLINE FOR THE PRESENTATION
The abstract of the communication  - written in Spanish and English, or  in Italian and English – must be presented by October 30, 2008. The abstract will propose a list of no more than 6 key words.
